The canvas print is not merely a decorative
medium; rather, it serves as an essential
component of the artwork, intended to engage
in a dialogue with both space and time.
Each photograph is available in a limited,
numbered edition, hand-mounted on a wooden
frame and accompanied by a signed certificate
of authenticity.

My journey unfolds through the
photography of European, African, and
Indian fauna, perceived not merely as
documentation, but as a direct and
intentional experience.

In 2023, the inaugural exhibition
project focused on European animals
was unveiled, followed in 2024 by an
installation highlighting African fauna.
In 2025, the project concentrated on
India, exploring the interplay between
human presence, land, and the natural
environment.
